In today’s world, where truth and morality are considered relative, many find it difficult to believe in the existence of a god or gods, much less One, Omnipotent God. Many also find it difficult to reconcile Faith and Science (although this is mainly due to misinformation). Although I cannot summon God to appear, I will make an attempt to prove His existence through “convincing and converging arguments.” I would first like to start with a few definitions that should be kept in mind while analyzing this or any media. 

Physics: 

1. The science of matter and energy and of interactions between the two, grouped in traditional fields such as acoustics, optics, mechanics, thermodynamics, and electromagnetism, as well as in modern extensions including atomic and nuclear physics, cryogenics, solid-state physics, particle physics, and plasma physics. 


Science: 

1. The observation, identification, description, experimental investigation, and theoretical explanation of phenomena. 
NOTE: Although science cannot completely refute or affirm the existence of God since it deals only with natural phenomena, it is important to know and understand the fundamentals of science in order to understand its strengths and limitations. 


Theory: 

1. A set of statements or principles devised to explain a group of facts or phenomena, especially one that has been repeatedly tested or is widely accepted and can be used to make predictions about natural phenomena. 

2. Abstract reasoning; speculation 
NOTE: The differences between these two definitions are important when considering "viewpoints." 


There have been many theories concerning the origins of the universe over the years. Today, there are three major theories: 

1. The universe has always been. - No scientific studies have produced evidence of this theory, so it remains speculative. 

2. The universe oscillates, continually contracting and expanding. - Again, no scientific studies have produced evidence of this theory, so it also remains speculative. 

3. The Big Bang Theory: The universe began in one great explosion at the beginning of time. - Through observation of empirical data, most scientists hold this theory to be true. 


Since the "Big Bang" theory is the only one based on an actual scientific process, I will start here even though it only explains what happened not how or why. 

1. Physics is basically the study of cause and effect. Since this is true, something must have lit the fuse of the bomb that caused the Big Bang. Scientists would call this a singularity, a unique, uncommon, or unusual event. One of the laws of Physics also states, though, that matter cannot be created or destroyed, but can only change form. Since nothing can be brought into being of its own accord, it must be true that all existence is contingent. If this is true, how did everything come into existence and why? 

2. It is quite evident that there is an order and beauty to the universe, that the movements of all bodies within the universe follow certain rules. One of the laws of thermodynamics states that in order for a system to remain ordered, energy must continually be added to it. If this does not happen, chaos will ensue. If this is the case, where does this energy come from and how is it maintained? 


Although the theory of evolution has been taught in schools for many years, Darwin’s theory being the most prevalent among them, it has yet to pass the stage of speculative theory. 

1. Evolution is a possibility, but not yet proven as fact through any true scientific method. 

2. The many drawings depicting an apparent macroevolution are only guesses by some scientists as to how it could have happened. There is no evidence for their speculations. Not one fossil has been found in a state of transmutation, the change between species which would be evidence of macroevolution. Only changes within species has been witnessed, which is microevolution, an adaptation within a species to its environment. The latter does not and cannot prove the former.
3. It has been proven through DNA analysis that both the Cro-Magnon and Neanderthal “Men” are not our ancestors. (Proceedings of the National Academy of Sciences & British Science Journal). 

4. Even if the theory of evolution is true, it does not and cannot disprove the existence of God.

Many say that there may be “a god,” but we cannot know for sure which religion is right. The argument that the Holy Bible is inspired by God and thus is true falls short because other texts are held to be inspired as well. So we must look at what separates Christianity from the other religions. 

1. Christ is the only religious leader to be preordained. 

2. No other religious leader has both fulfilled prophecies and had his own prophecies fulfilled. 

3. Christ claimed to be God. From this we can only choose two responses: Christ was a delusional madman and should not be believed or that He was truly God and we should accept what He taught and follow Him. In order to determine the validity of Christ's claim, the following must be considered: 
a. Miraculous cures and events have been attributed to Jesus' direct action or through the intercession of Mary, and the saints; 
b. Eucharistic miracles: Consecrated hosts and wine have changed into flesh and blood. 
c. Incorruption of saints long dead;
d. Items like the Shroud of Turin and Tilma of Guadalupe still confound scientific examination. 
Each of these miracles have been affirmed by modern science and can still be witnessed in places like Lourdes, France, Sienna, Italy, etc. 


Some will argue that they do not agree with the teachings of any one church and therefore there is no one true Christian Church or that they are against "organized" religion. To this I make several statements: 

1. Not finding something agreeable does not void its validity. In fact, it is most often that the truth is the harder part to follow rather than our own selfish and "rationalized" motives. 

2. Disliking "organized" religion leaves only disorganized religion. The True God is One of Order and Unity, not chaos and division...that is Lucifer’s work. 

3. Christ made promises to His Church that cannot be ignored: 
a. Mt 16.18 - "And I tell you, You are Peter, and on this rock I will build my church, and the powers of death shall not prevail against it." 
b. Mt 28.19 - "Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, to the close of the age." 

4. The True Church is One, Holy, Catholic, Apostolic, Visible, and Perpetual. Not independent, irreligious, sectarian, secular, invisible, or temporal. 


Many say that the historical records are inaccurate and thus not trustworthy. The manipulation of history for two thousand years is highly improbable. The truth can sometimes be difficult to discover, understand, accept, and follow, but it does not change that it exists. What is required is humility, realizing that we are finite creatures, and an active and honest search for that truth.
